Types of HVAC Systems
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HVAC — or, the heating, ventilating, and air-conditioning — systems include furnaces, boilers, heat pumps, air conditioners, ventilating fans, heat exchangers, and other equipment that “conditions” the temperature and humidity levels inside a home. This equipment runs on electricity and/or fossil fuels to heat, cool, and control the movement of air flowing into and out of the building enclosure.
